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 refers to pending or potential legislation; and 

 reflects a view on such legislation. 

 

 refers to pending or potential legislation; and 

 includes a “call to action,” which is any of the following: 

o urging contact with a legislator;  

o providing contact information for a legislator; 

o providing a petition, draft e-mail, postcard or other means to 

communicate with a legislator;  

o identifying a legislator as opposing  pending or potential 

legislation, being undecided or serving on the committee to 

vote on the legislation; or 

o identifying a legislator as the recipient’s representative. 

 

Prohibited political activities include, but are not limited to: 

 endorsing political parties, candidates or platforms; 

 making campaign contributions; 

 issuing or distributing statements that favor or disparage a 

particular candidate; 

 allowing a candidate or political organization to use RWJF assets 

or facilities; 

 inviting candidates to speak at RWJF-sponsored functions; and 

 linking to candidate websites.
